Welcome! We’re so glad you’re here. What you’ll 
find in this booklet is more than just information - it’s 
an invitation. An invitation to discern, to pray, and to 
ask: Is Red Door the place God is calling me to plant 
myself?

Church isn’t just a place we attend; it’s a people we 
belong to. A family where we grow, where we love 
and serve one another, and where we are shaped 
into the image of Jesus together. As you read 
through these pages, our hope is that you’ll get a 
clearer sense of who we are, what we value, and 
whether this is the community God is inviting you to 
call home.

WHY BECOME A FAMILY MEMBER?
We use the term Family Member because that’s 
exactly what the church is - a family. Not an event to 
attend, not a club to join, but a people to belong to. 
Scripture tells us that, in Christ, we are brothers and 
sisters, called to love, serve, and build one another 
up as the body of Christ.

But family isn’t just about connection; it’s about 
commitment. In Psalm 92:13, we read that “those 
who are planted in the house of the Lord will 
flourish.” There’s something about putting down 
roots - choosing to stay, to grow, to invest - that 
leads to real transformation. This is how God 
designed it. The local church isn’t just a nice idea; 
it’s the environment where we are shaped into the 
image of Jesus.

THE PROCESS

Becoming a Family Member at Red Door isn’t about 
signing up for a club - it’s about planting yourself in 
a faith community where you can grow, serve, and 
be shaped into the image of Jesus. It’s a process 
of discernment, of listening to the Spirit, and of 
stepping into something bigger than yourself. Here’s 
how it typically unfolds:

1. The Dating Phase
This is where you start showing up - attending 
Sunday gatherings, getting a feel for the culture, 
and asking, ‘Is this a place where I can see myself 
growing?’ Like any good relationship, it takes time to 
suss things out, to see if there’s a real connection.

2. The “Testing the Waters” Phase
At some point, if you’re feeling the nudge to go 
deeper, you come to a Join the Family dinner. This 
is where we lay our cards on the table - who we are, 
what we believe, what we value. It’s a space to ask 
questions, to discern if there’s alignment, and to see 
if this is where God is leading you.

3. The Commitment Phase
If, through prayer and discernment, you sense that 
Red Door is where you’re meant to plant yourself, 
the next step is a Join the Family catchup. This is a 
one-on-one conversation with someone from our 
Pastoral Team - where we get to hear your story, 
walk with you in your discipleship journey, and 
explore how we can encourage you as you step into 
life in this community.

WHY IS  IT A RED DOOR ?

“The Red Door” is Gospel imagery drawn from the Exodus 
story. In the book of Exodus, a story is told. A story about a 
man named Moses and God’s people, the Hebrews. God’s 
people who were broken and in bondage and who were crying 
for freedom. Freedom from Pharaoh and freedom from Egypt. 
So, God sent Moses with a message for Pharaoh - “Let my 
people go”. But Pharaoh didn’t listen. So, God sent plague 
after plague to help Pharaoh listen. He still didn’t listen  - until 
God sent a final plague which was more devastating than the 
other nine put together.  The angel of death was sent to kill 
every first-born in Egypt. In order for the Hebrew people to be 
spared, God told them to paint the blood of a perfect lamb on 
the doorposts of their homes. The Red Door. This would be a 
sign to the angel of death to pass over their homes. So long as 
their doorposts were painted with the blood of the lamb their 
home would be a place of refuge. When the plague came, 
they would be safe, and they would be saved. 

Now, fast-forward to the story of Jesus. The story of His life, 
His death and the story of how He conquered death. The 
death and the resurrection of Jesus is the completion of the 
Exodus story. Jesus is our perfect lamb, and His blood was 
shed so that we all can be safe and be saved from death. He 
is our Red Door. In him we find salvation. We find refuge. We 
find hope. We find our home. 

We have named this church The Red Door Community Church 
as a call to the believers of this community to live lives that 
are a doorway to the hope of Jesus. We may not be facing 
plagues such as those in the Exodus story but in our city there 
is a plague. A plague of sin and brokenness.   Our desire 
is that our church would be a place of rescue, redemption 
and hope to broken, lost and hurting people. Broken lives 
made beautiful. A city made whole. A plague of brokenness 
destroyed by grace. Jesus.

GOVERNANCE & OVERSIGHT
.

CHURCH LEADERSHIP. The head of The Red 
Door Community Church is Jesus Christ. From 
Scripture we see that Jesus and Jesus alone 
is the cornerstone and the head of the church. 
From Scripture we also know that Jesus wants His 
Church to be ordered, organised and overseen by 
the men and women He calls for this purpose. At 
Red Door there are two groups of people charged 
with the task of bringing leadership to the 
church - The Board and the Pastoral Team. The 
members of each of these teams meet the biblical 
requirements of an elder.

BOARD OF GOVERNANCE. The Board is made up of 
Christian men and women who provide general 
governance of the church in accordance with The 
Red Door Constitution. The Senior Ministers report 
to the Board on a regular basis and provide the 
Board with vision, strategies and plans for leading 
the church. When evaluating a candidate as a new 
Board Member, all parties concerned consider a 
set of criteria determined by Scripture, as outlined 
in the Church Constitution. A process is then 
initiated for appointment and induction of the new 
Board member that is outlined in detail in The Red 
Door Constitution. Copies of the Constitution are 
available from the church office.

THE PASTORAL TEAM.  At Red Door, our Pastors 
carry the responsibility and authority to see that 
the church remains on a true biblical course, that 
its members are being appropriately shepherded, 
that the Body is being fed through sound biblical 
teaching, and that the life of the church is being 
well managed with the assistance of competent 
and godly leaders. They are also responsible for 
guarding the church against harmful influences, 
confronting those who are contradicting biblical 
truth or continuing in a pattern of sinful behaviour. 
They shepherd the church by being an example 
and role model and caring for the spiritual and 
physical well-being of members.

WHAT IT LOOKS LIKE HERE
.

Red Door is to be a doorway through which people such as 
yourself are formed into disciples of Jesus that are equipped to 
love and serve God, the Church, our city and the nations. This 
is a huge part of why we exist. And the way we fulfill this divine 
mission is by participating with Jesus in His work of redemption 
and restoration in the world, and by the releasing of His people into 
their call. 

This is what it is to be a follower and a disciple of Jesus.  To be 
a disciple of Jesus is to live a life of transformation where we, 
over time, become more like Jesus. But how does that happen? 
The journey of discipleship is a life of being with Jesus that we 
would become more like Jesus.  We believe that change and 
transformation into Jesus-likeness happens through 4 key factors 
working together in combination: truth, practices (or spiritual 
disciplines), community and of course, the Holy Spirit.

THE HOLY SPIRIT. We need the Holy Spirit to grow in Jesus-
likeness. The Spirit makes us one with God as we engage in 
spiritual practices, and the Spirit is the one who distributes gifts for 
the building up of the Jesus community. The Spirit’s work in us is at 
the core of how we change and become more like Jesus.

TRUTH . Our main source of truth is the Bible. Therefore, one of our 
highest values is the sound preaching and teaching of Scripture in 
a way that challenges the mind, penetrates the heart, and reveals 
Jesus.

PRACTICES. These are the ways revealed in the Bible that we 
engage and interact with the truth and experience the transforming 
grace of God. Traditional Christian practices, or spiritual disciplines 
as they are otherwise known, include things like Bible reading and 
study, prayer, worship, fasting, meditation, sabbath, silence and 
solitude, serving and giving. Our goal is to train, encourage and 
equip you to engage with these practices well.

COMMUNITY . Human beings are hardwired for community and that 
is because we are made in the image of God who himself is a 
community of the Father, the Son, and the Holy Spirit. In order to 
grow in Jesus-likeness, we need deep relational connection with 
God and with one another. Jesus saves us into a community of 
people, the Church, whom we are to love and serve and grow with 
into maturity in Christ.

There are two key expressions of community which we see 
reflected in the account of the early church in Acts 2:46 that we 
ask our Family Members to commit to. We refer to what is revealed 
here as a Temple and Table rhythm where followers of Jesus gather 
together in larger, corporate gatherings (Temple) and also smaller 
gatherings in homes (Table).

Hammond Road Gatherings
Sunday 10am & 5pm Services
These are our large corporate gatherings where we worship and 
pray together, listen to God’s Word preached, and love and serve 
one another.

HouseChurch Gatherings
HouseChurch is a smaller gathering of Red Door Family Members, 
meeting in someone’s home where the Word is taught and 
discussed, God is praised, people pray for and with one another 
and where meals, Communion and life are shared and celebrated. 
HouseChurch is an important part of fulfilling our vision and mission 
by being a powerful context for discipleship, and in times of 
uncertainty, an effective tool for future proofing church gatherings. 

There are two legs that form the basis of our HouseChurch 
structure - HouseChurch Sundays and HouseChurch at the Table.

HouseChurch Sundays . On the last Sunday of each month, we 
shift our 10am service from Hammond Road to people’s homes. On 
this Sunday we gather in our HouseChurches to do church together 
in a smaller contexts, worship, discussion from the previous weeks 
teaching and activities for kids. The content is available at
www.thereddoor.cc/house and also our App.

HouseChurch at the TabLE . At a minimum happens the week 
of the 2nd Wednesday of the month. Groups are encouraged to 
meet around a table for a meal, to share communion together and 
participate in a time of prayer, blessing and encouragement.

One of the key scriptures that shapes our life together at Red Door 
is Ephesians 4:11-13, where Paul lays out what we often call APEST 
- the five fold gifts Jesus gave to the church:

“So Christ himself gave the apostles, the prophets, the evangelists, 
the pastors and teachers, to equip his people for works of service, 
so that the body of Christ may be built up until we all reach unity 
in the faith and in the knowledge of the Son of God and become 
mature, attaining to the whole measure of the fullness of Christ.”

The idea here is simple but profound: when Jesus ascended, 
he didn’t leave the church empty-handed. He gave these five 
functions - apostle, prophet, evangelist, shepherd, and teacher - 
not as titles or positions, but as gifts, capacities within the church 
to equip the people of God. Why? So that we would be built up, 
live in unity, and step into the fullness of Christ.

When these five gifts are operating together - when they’re in sync, 
like instruments in a well-tuned band - the church doesn’t just “do 
church.” It moves. It grows. It becomes mature, strong, unshaken in 
a world that is anything but stable. And more than that, it steps fully 
into God’s ongoing mission of reconciliation, bringing healing to a 
fractured world.

Another way to think about it is that the church is always:
>Carrying God’s mission forward. (Apostolic function)
>Attentive to God’s voice and his heart. (Prophetic function)
>Welcoming people into the story of Jesus. (Evangelistic function)
>Nurturing a healthy, loving community. (Shepherding function)
>Growing in wisdom, understanding, truth. (Teaching function)

Each of us is wired by God to carry one or more of these gifts, 
and part of stepping into maturity is learning how we’re designed 
to function in the body of Christ. That’s why we encourage all 
of our Family Members to take an APEST assessment - to help 
you discover the role you’re called to play. If you decide to 
continue with Family Membership, we’ll send you a link to take the 
assessment and then walk through the results together at your Join 
the Family catchup.

Because church isn’t a spectator sport. It’s a body. And you have a 
part to play.

Serving & CHILDRENS Ministry
Like many churches, we often struggle to fill volunteer rosters 
- especially in RedKids. If you have little ones, there may be 
weeks when spaces are limited. We’re praying for more hands 
to help carry the load.

We’re not perfect by any stretch. But we’re committed to 
growing, to learning, and to becoming more like Jesus 
together. If you decide to plant yourself here, we’d love for you 
to be part of that journey.

At Red Door we see church as being family and we all know family 
works best when everyone is involved and participating in the life of the 
family.

SERVING.

GIVING.
At Red Door, we recognize that tithing can be a contentious topic within 
the Church, with a wide range of opinions on whether Christians are 
required to tithe. Rather than focusing on obligation, we believe a better 
question to ask is: “Will tithing help us follow Jesus and become more like 
Him?” To that, we give a resounding “Yes!” When done with the right heart 
and understanding, tithing is a powerful practice that shapes us spiritually, 
turning money into a tool for transformation rather than something that 
corrupts us.

Our goal is to clarify what we believe the Bible teaches about tithing and 
financial giving. We see tithing as a practice that should be embraced 
by followers of Jesus, but not as a requirement for salvation. The tithe 
(10%) is a starting point, but Jesus and the New Testament call us to even 
greater generosity - giving freely, sacrificially, and joyfully. As followers of 
Jesus, we are called to be generous because it honors God, forms us into 
Christlikeness, protects our hearts from greed, and serves as a witness to 
God’s character in the world.
